Keystage 3 homework strategy

ÅEvery Year 7 and Year 8 student will get a homework booklet, prep 
book and folder

Å30 minute homework tasks.  Weekly for English, Mathsand Science.  
Fortnightly for all other subjects

ÅYou choose the task (unless directed otherwise)

ÅWork completed in the prep book

ÅSigned at home when each piece of work is completed



Normal rules for presentation apply

ÅWriting in blue or black ink

ÅDrawing in pencil

ÅPut a date and title on each piece of work

ÅUnderline the date and title using a ruler

Red pen, black pen

ÅStudy a section of your knowledge organiser
and try to remember it.

ÅCover the knowledge organiserand write what 
you can remember in your prep book in blue 
or black pen. 

ÅCheck your knowledge organiserand add 
anything that you had forgotten in red pen.

ÅRepeat with a different section of the 
knowledge organiser.



Questions and answers

ÅUse your knowledge organiserto write 
a list of questions in your prep book.

ÅCover your knowledge organiserand 
write the answers in your prep book.

ÅCheck your answers and correct any 
that you got wrong.



Revision clocks

ÅStudy a section of your knowledge 
organiserand try to remember it.

ÅCover the knowledge organiserand 
write what you can remember in 
the first section of your revision 
clock.

ÅCheck your knowledge organiser
and add anything that you had 
forgotten.

ÅRepeat with a different section of 
the knowledge organiser.



Flashcards

ÅStudy a section of your knowledge organiserand try to remember it.

ÅCover the knowledge organiserand write what you can remember on 
to a flashcard.   

ÅCheck your knowledge organiserand add anything that you had 
forgotten.  

ÅYou can give the flashcards to an adult so that they can quiz you. 



A5 revision cards

diagram.   

ÅCheck your knowledge organiser
and add anything that you had 
forgotten. 



Text to pictures

ÅStudy a section of your knowledge 
organiserand draw pictures/diagrams 
to help you to remember what you are 
reading, on a piece of paper.  

ÅCover the knowledge organiserand, 
using only your diagrams as prompts, 
write what you can remember in your 
prep book.   

ÅCheck your knowledge organiserand 
add anything that you had forgotten.

ÅQuizzing in lessons

ÅTeachers will be able to tell if you are doing your homework 
effectively



Detentions for not doing homework

ÅSet by tutor 

ÅOne hour long

ÅOne homework detention per night.  Each house on a different night

ÅIdentify and deal with repeat offenders

ÅHomework club to support students who want help



Lost booklets and prep books
